� At least 30 credits, excluding dissertation credits, in 7000 and above graduate level courses required (may include COM 7000 and COM 8000; may not include COM 7990 and COM 9990). A maximum of two 5000/6000 level courses taken at Wayne State University are permitted to count toward the 30 hours of doctoral  level coursework. Exceptions to this require the approval of the advisor and the Director of Graduate Studies.





� Two M.A. courses (in addition to the 30 credits of course work transferred to the doctoral program) may count toward satisfying the tool requirement, but the credits for these two courses will not count toward the 90 hours required for the doctoral degree.
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
